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Odisha (formerly Orissa) is one of the 29 states of India, located
in the eastern coast. It is surrounded by the states of West Bengal to
the north-east, Jharkhand to the north, Chhattisgarh to the west and
north-west, and Andhra Pradesh to the south. Odisha has 485 kilometres
(301 miles) of coastline along the Bay of Bengal on its east, from Balasore
to Malkangiri. It is the 9th largest state by area, and the 11th largest by
population. It is also the 3rd most populous state of India in terms of
tribal population . Odia (formerly known as Oriya) is the official and
most widely spoken language, spoken by 33.2 million according to the
2001 Census.

The ancient kingdom of Kalinga, which was invaded by the
Mauryan emperor Ashoka in 261 BC resulting in the Kalinga War,
coincides with the borders of modern-day Odisha. The modern state of
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Odisha was established on 1 April 1936, as a province in British India,
and consisted predominantly of Odia-speaking regions.April 1 is
celebrated as Odisha Day. The region is also known as Utkala and is
mentioned in India's national anthem, "Jana Gana Mana".Cuttack was
made the capital of the region by Anantavarman Chodaganga, after
which the city was used as the capital by many rulers, through the
British era until 1948. Thereafter, Bhubaneswar became the capital of
Odisha.

Theterm "Odisha" is derived from the ancient Prakrit word "Odda
Visaya" (also "Udra Bibhasha" or "Odra Bibhasha") as in the Tirumalai
inscription of Rajendra Chola I, which is dated to 1025. Sarala Das, who
translated the Mahabharata into the Odia language in the 15th century,
calls the region Odra Rashtra and Odisha. The inscriptions of Kapilendra
Deva ofthe Gajapati Kingdom (1435-67) on the walls of temples in Puri
call the region Odisha or Odisha Rajya.

The name of the state was changed from Orissa to Odisha, and
the name of'its language from Oriya to Odia, in 2011, by the passage of
the Odisha (Alteration of Name) Bill, 2010 and the Constitution (113th
Amendment) Bill, 2010 in the Parliament. After a brief debate, the lower
house, Lok Sabha, passed the bill and amendment on 9 November 2010.
On 24 March 2011, Rajya Sabha, the upper house of Parliament, also
passed the bill and the amendment.

IMPORTANT RIVERS

TheMahanadi: It is the major river of Odisha and the sixth largest river

in India. It originates from the sihawa hills of the Bastar Plateau in
Raipur district of [Chhattishgarh]. It is about 857 km long (494 km in
Odisha) and its catchment area spreads over 141,600 km2. (65,580 km?.)
in Odisha.

The Kathajodi : It is an arm of the Mahanadi River in Odisha, India. It
branches off at Naraj, then immediately is bifurcated. The southern
branch, known as Kuakhai, which means Crow's pool, and flows into
the Puri district. Its mouth is closed by a bar, so that little water flows
into it except at flood times. A little lower down from Cuttack the kathajodi
is bifurcated. The right branch is Sidhua and the left branch is Khatajodi.
from flowing divide area 17 km the khatajodi is merge with sidhua. The
merge area is known as Odisha famous Dalei Ghai . The Kathajodi and
the Sidhua create a island known as 42 Mouza. it is near about cuttack
town just 2 km. again the kathajodi is bifurcated at Gobindpur, the right
branch is known as the Devi and the left branch as the Biluakhai. Flowing
in the northerly direction, the river Kathajodi again divides into the
Alaka and Kathajodi proper, which have been cut off at their head by
the Devi left embankment. The water originally carried by them has
been diverted into the Devi. The river Kathajodi is said to have been
originally a comparatively small stream. Its name implies that it could at
one time be crossed by a plank of wood known as katha in Oriya.

The Brahmani: It is the second largest river in Odisha. It originates as
two major rivers like the Sankh and the Koel from the Chota Nagpur
Plateau of Bihar and both join at Veda Vyasa near Rourkela of Sundargarh
district of Odisha forming the major River Brahmani. It flows through
the Eastern Ghats in Sundargarh, Deogarh, Kendujhar, Dhenkanal,
Bhadrak and Jajpur districts into the Coastal Plains and enters into the
Bay of Bengal along with a combined mouth with the Baitarani known
as the Dhamara. The Brahmani is 799 km long (541 km In Odisha) and its
catchment area spreads over 39,033 km2 in Odisha).

The Baitarani: It originates from the Gonasika hills of the Kendujhar
district. Itis 365 km long and its catchment area spread over 12,790 km?2.

It entres into the Bay of Bengal after joining of the Brahmani at Dhamara
mouth near Chandbali, Bhadrak.

The Subarnarekha: It originates from the Chhotanagpur plateau of
Bihar. It is 433 km (70 km in Odisha) and has a catchment area of 19,500
km (3,200 km in Odisha) with a mean annual flow of 7,900 million.

The Budhabalanga: It originates from the easterns slopes of the Similipal
massif. It is about 175 km long having a total catchment area 0of 4840 km2
with an annual flow of 2177 million. It is major tributaries are the Sone,
the Gangadhar, the Catra etc.

The Rushikulya: It originates from the Rushimala hills of the Eastern
Ghats in Kandhamal district. It is 165 km long with 8900 km?2 of catchment
areas. Its tributaries are the Baghua the Dhanei Badanadi etc. It has no
delta at its mouth.

The Bahuda: It originates from the Ramgiri hills of the Eastern Ghats in
Gajapati districts and joins the Bay of Bengal in Andhra Pradesh. Its
length 73 km having a catchment area of 1250 km?2.

The Vanshadhara: It originates from the Flanks of the Durgakangar
hills (Lingaraj hills) of the Eastern Ghats in Kalahandi districts. It is 230
km long out of which only 150 km in Odisha. It entres into the Bay of
Bengal at Kalingapatnam in Andhra Pradesh. It has a catchment area of
11500 km2.

The Nagavali: It originates from the Bijipur Hills of the Eastern Ghats
near Lanji Garah. Itis 210 km long out of which 100 km is in Odisha. It
has a total catchment area of about 9410 km2

The Salandi: It originates from the Meghasani Hills of the Similipal
Massifin Keonjhar district. It is 144 km long with a catchment areas of
1793km2.

The Indravati: It originates from the Eastern Ghats in Kalahandi districts.
It is 530 km long with a catchment area of 41700 km2 as a tributary it
flows into the Godavari river.

The Kolab: It originates from the Sinkaran hills of the Eastern Ghats in
Koraput districts. It has catchment areas of 20400 km2.

Tel River: It is one of the largest river of Odisha originating in
Nabaramgpur district and touching Chhattisgarh, Kalahandi, Balangir,
Sonepur districts of Odisha and finally falling in Mahanadi.

LAKES

The Chilika Lake is brackish water lagoon located in the southern part
ofthe Odisha coastal plain. It is India's largest coastal lagoon. It's area
varies 780 km2 and 144 km2; during the two monsoon months itis 71 km
long and 32 km wide. It salinity decreases to a minimum during the
monsoon. However, in winter, due to the overflow of the tidal water
through the narrow opening from the Bay of Bengal, salinity is maxi-
mum. It is famous for large number of Migratory birds during winter.

Anshupa is a sweet water lake (Horse Paw Shaped) located in Athagarh
of Cuttack district. Itis 3 km long and 1.5 km wide. Sara is another sweet
water lake located near Puri. It is 5 km long and 3 km wide.

Kanjia lake is another sweet water lake with about 134 acres (0.54 km?2)
of area located in Nandankanan of Cuttack district near Bhubaneswar.

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Located on the boarder of Andhra Pradesh, Ganjam District came
into existence on 1st April 1936. The district is named after the old township
and European fort of Ganjam situated on the northern bank of river
Rushikulya which was the head quarter of the District. The Ganjam area
was a part of ancient Kalinga which was occupied by Ashok in 261 B.C.
The period of 1757 was ruled by the French Commander Bussy. In 1759,
the French ruler was defeated by English and the District was annexed by
them. The office of the District Collector was established in 1974. The
District got separated from the Madras Presidency and formed the part of
the newly created State of Odisha province with effect from 1.4.1936.

Ganjam District is on 19.4 to 20.17 degree North Latitude and 84.7
to 85.12 degree East Longitude. It covers an area of 8070.60 sq km. The
district is braodly divided into two divisions, the Coastal plain area in
the east and hill and table lands in the west. The eastern ghats run
along the western side of the District. The climate of Ganjam is
characterized by an equable temperature round the year, particularly in
the coastal regions. The District‘s cold season from December to
February is followed by hot season from March to May. The District
experiences normal annual rainfall of 1444 mms.

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Mayurbhanj is a land locked district with a total geographical
area of 10418 Sq.km. and is situated in the Northern boundary of the
state with district headquarters at Baripada. The district is bounded in
the North-East by Midnapure district of West Bengal, Singhbhum district
of Jharkhand in the North-west, Baleshwar district in the South-East
and by Kendujhar in the South-West. More than 39 % of total
geographical area (4049 Sq.Km.) is covered with forest and hills. The
district comprises of 4 numbers of Sub-divisions with 26 nos of blocks
with 382 Gram Panchayats and 3945 villages.

India. It is the district headquarters of Puri district and is situated on the
Bay of Bengal, 60 kilometres (37 mi) south of the state capital of
Bhubaneswar. It is also known as Jagannath Puri after the 12th-century
Jagannath Temple located in the city.

Subarnapur district has figured on the political and cultural map
of Odisha since the pre-historic period. It is bounded on the north by
Sambalpur district, on the south and the South—East by Boudh District,
on the East by Rairakhol sub—division of Sambalpur District and on the
West by Balangir district. The discovery of a large number of stone
tools and weapons from different places in and around Subarnapur and
the Rock Art of Puja Dunguri near Rampur Tahasil of Subarnapur district
support this presumption. The archaeological excavation of Asurgarh
close to Sonepur town and of Khambeswaripali on the bank of Mahanadi
in Birmaharajpur sub—division of Subarnapur district and the discovery
of punch marked coins from Subarnapur makes us to believe of a human
settlement on this region dating from 3rd century B.C. to 1st century
AD. But the exact nature and the extent of Subarnapur kingdom in
those period is not known.

Majaraja Sudhansu Sekher Singh Deo in 1937, who happens to
be the last chouhan ruler of Subarnapur. He executed a number of
progressive reforms in the state for the welfare of the subjects. He
desired to put the administration on a democratic line and established a
council of Ministers headed by a Chief Minister in March 1943.
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During his rule, Subarnapur kingdom was merged with the Odisha
province on 1st January 1948 and became a Sub-Division under
Bolangir District. However from 1st April 1993 Subarnapur was given
the status of a District Headquarter.

Surendra Mohanty(21 June 1922[1]- 21 December 1990) born in
Odisha was an award-winning author who wrote in Oriya. He
was the recipient of the Central Sahitya Academy Award for his
novel Nilashaila.

Binod Kanungo is a renowned Odia author, freedom fighter,
Gandbhian, educator, social reformer and celebrated compiler of
the Gyana Mandala, which is the greatest encyclopaedia in the
Odia language.

Gokulananda Mahapatra (24 May 1922 — 10 July 2013 )was an
Indian scientist and science fiction writer, who popularized
science in the Odia language.

Jatin Das : He started participating in the art exhibitions, both at
the national as well as the international level. Some important

exhibitions where he participated include the Biennales in Paris
(1971), and in Venice (1978) and the Documenta in Kessel (1975).

Raghunath Mohapatra (23 March 1943 — 20 April 2014)[2] was an
architect and sculptor from Odisha state in India. He was awarded
Padma Shri in 1975 and Padma Bhushan in 2001. He was awarded
Padma Vibhushan in 2013 on occasion of 64th Republic day of
India.

Dr. Tapan Kumar Chand (born 17 November 1959) is an Indian
mining veteran, executive, and author. He is the Chairman cum
Managing Director of National Aluminium Company.

Bhima Bhoi (1850—1895) was a blind Kandha saint, poet and
philosopher from the state of Odisha in India. Bhima Bhol was a
bhakta (Oriya: devotee) of Mahima Swamy. He is known for his
famous poem ‘ Mo jibana pachhe narke padi thau - jagata uddhara
heu, displayed in Parliamemt House ’

Jayadeva: also known as Jaidev, was a Sanskrit poet during the
12th century. He is most known for his epic poem Gita Govinda
which concentrates on Krishna's love with the cowherdess, Radha
in arite of spring. This poem, which presents the view that Radha
is greater than Krishna, is considered an important text in the
Bhakti movement of Hinduism.

Jagannatha Dasa(1491-1550) was an Odia poet and litterateur. He
was one of the 5 great poets in Odia literature, the Panchasakha.
He wrote the Odia Bhagabata.

Kantakabi Laxmikanta Mohapatra‘Bande Utkala Janani’ is an
Odia patriotic poem written by Kantakabi Laxmikanta Mohapatra.
When Odisha became independent on 1 April 1936, this poem
was made the state anthem of Odisha.

Swabhaba kabi Gangadhar Meher, renowned Odia poet of the
19th century also known as Swabhab Kavi, was a literary Midas,
who transformed everything into gold by the alchemic touch of
his genius. He was a born poet of delicate charm

Ramakrushna Nanda (15 February 1906 — 28 October 1994) of
Bairoi, Cuttack, Odisha, India, was an author of children's
literature. He composed the song Ahe Dayamaya Biswa Bihari, a
favourite of Mahatma Gandhi at Sabarmati Ashram. This song
was included in his Odia-language textbook Sahitya Sopana

Manoj Das (born 1934) is an award-winning Indian author who
writes in Odia and English. In 2000, Manoj Das was awarded with
Saraswati Samman. He was awarded Padma Shri in 2001,[1] the
fourth highest Civilian Award in India for his contribution in the
field of Literature & Education. Kendra Sahitya Akademi has
bestowed its highest award (also India's highest literary award)

i.e Sahitya Akademi Award Fellowship.
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Radhanath Ray (28 September 1848 —27 April 1908) was an Odia
and Bengali poet of initial modernity era in Odia poetry during
the later part of nineteenth century, he is honoured in Odia
literature with the title Kabibara.

Kabi Samrat Upendra Bhanja: (born during 1670 at Kullada,
Ghumusara a princely state in'Bhanjanagar'. He was considered
as the greatest poet of Odia Literature and was awarded the title
"Kabi-Samrat" (also given as Kabi) —"The Emperor of Poets".

Sarala Das was a 15th-century poet and scholar of Odia literature.
Best known for three Odia books — Mahabharata, Vilanka
Ramayana and Chandi Purana — he was the first scholar to
write in Odia. As an originator of Odia literature, his work has
formed an enduring source of information for succeeding
generations.

Sachidananda Routray (13 May 1916 — 21 August 2004) was an
Odia poet, novelist, short-story writer. He received Jnanpith
Award, the highest literary award of India, in 1986. He was
popularly known as Sachi Routray."Chhota Mora Gan Ti" was
written by Routray. This topic is now taught by most of the
teachers in Odisha.

Gopinath Mohanty (1914-1991), winner of the prestigious
jnanpith award, eminent Odia novelist of the mid-twentieth
century. He wrote Mana Gahirara Chasa, was published in 1940,
which was followed by Dadi Budha (1944), Paraja (1945) and
Amrutara Santana (1947). He published 24 novels, 10 collections
of short stories .

Dr Prana Krushna Parija (1 April 1891 -2 June 1978) He was a
Botanist, academician and former Vice chancellor of Utkal
University. He worked as a Principal in Ravenshaw University
(formerly Ravenshaw College), Cuttack Pro Vice-Chancellor of
Banaras Hindu University, Varanasi and Vice-Chancellor of Utkal
University, Bhubaneswar. The "Parija Library" of the university
is named after him. He was working as a scientist for agricultural
development in Orissa. He was an elected member of the Odisha

Legislative Assembly. 319
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He wrote in both Sanskrit and Odia. His works are, till today,

Bijayananda Patnaik, popularly known as Biju Patnaik (5 March
1916 — 17 April 1997)- a veteran piolot by profession was an
Indian politician and Chief Minister of Odisha for two terms.
Also revered by many in Odisha as Sher-e-Utkal (trans. Lion of
Odisha)

Biswanath Das (March 8, 1889 — June 2, 1984) was an Indian
politician. He was the Prime Minister of Odisha Province of
British India 1937-39, the Governor of Uttar Pradesh 1962-67
and later the Chief Minister of Odisha 1971-72.

Nabakrushna Choudhuri (born on 23 November 1901 at Cuttack,
Odisha, India - died 1984) was an Indian politician and activist.
He served as Chief Minister of the Indian state of Odisha.

Rabi Ray (26 November 1926 — 6 March 2017) was an Indian
socialist politician, a Gandhian, a speaker of the Lok Sabha and
a former Union minister. He hailed from Odisha. He joined the
Socialist Party in 1948, and later became member of the Samyukta
Socialist Party, the Janata Party and the Janata Dal.He was the
first odia Speaker of Loka Sabha

Nityanand Kanungo was born in Cuttack on 4 May, 1900. He
was a member of the Indian National Congress and served as a
member of the Orissa Legislative Assembly from 1937 to 1939
and again from 1946 to 1952.Kanungo served as the Governor
of Gujarat from 1 August 1965 to 6 December 1967. He was the
Governor of Bihar from 7 December 1967 to 20 January 1971.

Pathani Samanta Samanta Chandra Sekhar Harichandan
Mabhapatra; was born on 13 december 1835 - died11 June 1904)
aged 67 was an Indian astrologer and scholar who measured
the distance from earth to other planets with a bamboo pipe
and many other traditional instruments that he built. This earned
him the "Mahamahopadhyaya" award in 1893. His observations,
research and calculations were compiled into a book "Siddhanta
Darpana" which has verses written in Sanskrit in Odia script.

Baladeba Ratha (1789 — 1845) was an Odia poet and litterateur.
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enjoyed for their devotional quotient. He is the credited founder
of the Dhumpa Sangita

Naveen Patnaik : The 14th Chief Minister of Odisha, an excellent
groudbreaker after his father, Late Biju Patnaik, isnow a leader in
every sense in India

Guru Kelucharan Mohapatra January 8, 1926 — April 7, 2004) was
an Indian classical dancer, guru, and proponent of Odissi
dance, who is credited for the revival of the classical dance form
in the 20th century. He is the first person to get Padma Vibhushan
from Odisha.

Sanjukta Panigrahi (24 August 1944 — 24 June 1997) was a dancer

from India, who was the foremost exponent of Indian classical

dance Odissi. Sanjukta was honoured with one of India's highest

civilian awards the, Padma Shri (1975). She is also recipient of
Sangeet Natak Akademi Award in 1976.

Kumkum Mohanty (born 10 September 1946) is an Odishi
dancer.Mohanty was born at Cuttack.She received training from
Guru Kelucharan Mohapatra at Kala Vikash kendra. She is
recognised for abhinaya She has worked as the special secretary
(Culture) to the Government of Odisha

Nandita Das is an Indian film actress and director. She has acted
in over 30 feature films in ten different languages. As an actress,
she is known for her performances in Fire (1996), Earth (1998),
Bawandar (2000), Kannathil Muthamittal (2002), Azhagi and
Before The Rains (2007).

Dr Mayadhar Mansingh (13 November 1905 - 11 October 1973)
was an Odia poet and writer. He received the Padma Shri, the
fourth-highest civilian award in India, in 1967.
